


Hello.

I am writing on behalf of the 2019 Foggy Mountain Music Primary Schools Recording Project team.  This project is a partnership between the six primary schools 
across the Kinglake Ranges, award winning artists Carter & Carter and the Foggy Mountain Music Program.

Over the past 5 years David & Merelyn (Carter & Carter) along with the Foggy Mountain Music Festival team have written songs with the students from Kinglake, 
Middle Kinglake, Kinglake West, Toolangi, Flowerdale and Strathewen Primary Schools, resulting in some incredible songs with unique lyrics. These songs have 
also been performed in a very successful community concert at the Foggy Mountain Music Festival each year, and many of the schools have used their songs in 
productions and other school and community events.

This year we are proposing to capture a lasting record of these songs and provide students both past and present, with the opportunity to be involved in the creative 
process; through singing, recording, video, art and performance, with their friends and community across the ranges. The final outcome will be 13 professionally 
recorded songs (2 from each school plus a finale), 6 video clips and behind the scenes footage, artwork from each school and a special launch event.

The culminatin of this project will result in a presentation concert to launch the CD, DVD, artwork and to celebrate the creative input of all involved.  We also hope 
to follow this up with extra performance opportunities for the children at local festival events into 2020 with Carter & Carter.

This project will involve the 400 plus current students and is open to graduates from the past 5 years who we are encouraging to come back and be part of this ex-
citing opportunity. It will also involve a large number of family, friends and community and be a wonderful celebration of the creativity of youth across the ranges.

RECORDING THE SONGS
A professional recording experience 

with seasoned session musicians and
world class audio engineers to capture 

original songs written by each 
of the school’s students. 

Merelyn & David will 
head up the team to facili-

tate the professional recording 
of tweleve original songs written by 

the six primary schools (two from each 
school) and one overall group song - with the 

aim of producing a CD of the highest quality at the 
culmination of the project.

During this process the students will experience:

·  The chance to sing individually or as a group in a professional 
recording environment.

·  The chance to have their original songs produced by experienced musicians, 
played by professional studio players and mixed by world class audio engineers. 

·  Being part of a team in the production of a quality CD of their own original songs written 
about the things that are important to them in their community and about where they live.

·  They will be able to share the final recorded songs with their friends, their families & their community 
both in a recorded format and at public performance opportunities.

·  Being involved in the process of taking an idea from a song title to the final fully produced song - the initial inspira-
tion, the refining, the physical creation and then the release to the public of the finished product.



MAKING THE VIDEOS

For each of the 6 schools 
involved in the recording 
process we will also be creating a 
music video to one of their recorded 
tracks and capturing some behind the 
scenes footage to be included on a final
project DVD and/or USB.

During this process the students will experience:

·  The chance to plan a video shoot to an original song of their own 
- choosing which song, story boarding & refining.

·  Be part of the filming process for the video both as active participants or be-
hind the scences capturing the footage - setup, shooting and performing.

· Be part of filming the behind the scenes footage and participating in some interviews about 
what they have learned from the process.

·  View the initial video edit and make suggestions about how it might be improved for the final
 video master.

·  Being able to share the final product with their friends, family and wider community knowing that they were part of 
a collaborative team that created a professional music video for their song and a DVD for the project.



CREATING THE ARTWORK

During the ‘Ten Years On’ Project we want to involve the students in
helping create every part of the final CD and DVD.

An expressive art project involving the six primary schools will be part 
of this,  directed by children and their teachers, with the encourage-
ment and guidance of the project team, to capture the story behind the 
songs. 

The aim is to produce the artwork that will be included in and on the 
final products, featured on websites, used to promote live performanc-
es and displayed at live events.

During this process students will experience:

· Brainstorming as a team for ideas to best represent their songs, their 
school and their community.

·  The chance to create the artwork alongside the other students and 
teachers who helped write the songs.

·  Seeing how their artwork is transformed into a digital format for use 
on the products themselves, the live shows and the internet.
 
·  Setting up and displaying their final artwork at the launch and other 
live shows.

·  See how their artwork and the other schools’ designs are incorporated 
into the final products to best represent all involved.



THE LIVE LAUNCH

The culmination of this project will be a launch of the CD/DVD and 
artwork at a live show for all the schools involved:
· Flowerdale
· Kinglake
· Middle Kinglake
· Kinglake West
· Strathewen
· Toolangi

During this show and leading up to it, students will experience:

· Their artwork on display as people enter the show venue.

·  The chance to perform their original songs live onstage with their 
fellow students with a professional band and professional production.

·  Their music video for the selected song played on a big screen during 
the live performance of that song.
 
·  Setting up for a show and rehearsing their songs.

·  Their communities coming together to support their creative
 endeavours and experience an incredible show.

·  Working with other schools to present a large scale event.

·  The feeling of completing a creative project from the very start to the 
very end over a period of years in a community environment.

·  The thrill of performing their own songs live onstage.
